Beginning on a poplar below the House running up the hill to the top of the hill and with the top of said hill on ridge to George Adams line and strait [sic] down the hill to two black walnut trees to a hickory in the branch thence up the said branch to an ash stright [sic] line to the top of the spur thence with the spur to the head of the bone yard hollow thence down the branch with James Taylors line to a beech at the mouth of said bone yard hollow thence strait [sic] line to the top of the spur thence with the spur to the main leading ridge round with the meanders of the ridge to a conditional line between Marion Stallard and Byrd Franklin thence with said line to the Beginning, all branded timber excepted, Located on the Licken Rock branch of Colly Creek, a tributary of the North Fork of the Kentucky River.  To have and to hold the same with all the appurtenances thereon to the second party his heirs and assigns forever with covenant of General Warranty.
